DISASSEMBLY

1. Remove the upholstery pad by
pulling the bottom edge away from
the backrest with two hands. The
upholstery pad should come loose
from the three hooks in the top and
the two connectors at the bottom.

2. To disassemble the upholstery pad
remove the nails on the backside that
secure the fabric to the wood with a
flat-headed screwdriver. The foam can
be removed by gently pulling.

3. Unscrew the brass caps on the
armrests to access the screws.
